You may have asked yourself, “Is online learning as effective as face-to-face?”  Many research studies have shown that online learning is as, or more effective, than face-to-face learning. In fact, there have been so many studies showing the same results that most journal editors will no longer accept publications comparing the two methods. The major difference between face-to-face and online learning is that the participant may be passive in face-to-face learning, but he/she must be an active learner in online events. This means the participant must actively participate through exercises, reading, and discussions in online learning for it to be effective. 

As you may have noticed, the PMP review course has been offered online for the past year. PMIGLC has its own site and uses a course management system which is used by many non-profit and for-profit organizations and associations. Online learning has become the mainstream course delivery method in many colleges and universities. In addition  K-12 institutions have increased their online learning opportunities. For example, the State of Michigan Legislature passed a law last year requiring all students to take at least one online course before they graduate from high school.
