A Message from the PMI GLC Director of Web Services ……….. 
PMIGLC launched the first phase of a newly redesigned content management system (website) on September 01, 2008.  This website aims to provide timely information on PMIGLC events and other activities such as on-line training and networking opportunities.
One of the major objectives of the first phase of new website was to enable PMIGLC board members to add and update content easily.  Secondly, website now offers a consistent look and feel with better navigation. This website also provides us better metrics on WebPages we serve. 

This new navigation system simplifies the five major categories namely: About GLC, Events Calendar, Outreach Programs, Communications and PDU.  
"About GLC" offers information about chapter history, board members, volunteering opportunities, by-laws and chapter objectives. 

"Events Calendar" is the highly visited section of the website. Here you can discover information on upcoming seminars, annual symposium, monthly dinner meetings and other training events.  

The "Outreach Programs" section provides information about PMI GLC's interaction/association/partnership with other academic, corporate, and community programs. 

The "Communication" area is offers published articles and newsletters and job board.  

The last section, "PDU" provides viewers with PDU Codes to submit to PMI for PMIGLC events attended

Consistent with PMI GLC’s goal to lower the cost and provide better metrics for content delivery, the second phase of the website enhancement will include new search functionality and other options to save event information to outlook/calendar or PDA, a photo gallery, and better newsletter history system.
At PMIGLC, one of our strategic objectives is to market chapter and events to increase the participation.  Therefore, our website plays a major role.  We would welcome any suggestions on features and functionality of website from our valued members.  Please don't hesitate to drop a line at webservices@pmiglc.net.
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Members have requested more online courses and seminars through which you can learn and earn PDUs. We have listened to you and we’ve been offering selected events online. We will continue to increase the number of events online in the coming months. 

As you may have noticed, the PMP review course has been offered online for the past year. PMIGLC has its own site and uses a course management system which is used by many non-profit and for-profit organizations and associations. Online learning has become the mainstream course delivery method in many colleges and universities. In addition K-12 institutions have increased their online learning opportunities. For example, the State of Michigan Legislature passed a law last year requiring all students to take at least one online course before they graduate from high school. 

You may have asked yourself, “Is online learning as effective as face-to-face?”  Many research studies have shown that online learning is as, or more effective, than face-to-face learning. In fact, there have been so many studies showing the same results that most journal editors will no longer accept publications comparing the two methods. The next question you may have is, “Is online learning effective for everyone?”  The answer is “no.” The major difference between face-to-face and online learning is that the participant may be passive in face-to-face learning, but he/she must be an active learner in online events. This means the participant must actively participate through exercises, reading, and especially discussions in online learning for it to be effective. Participants must have the time and self-discipline to access the site three to four times per week, even if it’s only for 10-15 minutes at a time. 

We will offer selected seminars, forums, and PMP exam review courses online in 2009. 
Another online forum is here!!!
The October 13 Forum will cover the topic of “Applying PM Disciplines to the Financial Planning Process” and will be held prior to the dinner meeting at 5:30-6:25 pm. The power point presentation used in the session will be posted on the PMIGLC course website later that evening and available for viewing and discussion, led by Rick Ferguson, for the next four days. The Forum will be available, then, through several different formats: (1) Face-to-face only prior to dinner meeting for 1 PDU, (2) Online only October 14-17 for 1 PDU, or (3) Face-to-face and online for 2 PDUs. This does mean, however, anyone who registers for the online session will be expected to actively participate in the discussions Tuesday through Friday in order to earn the PDU. You may participate in the threaded discussions any time during the day or night; discussions are not synchronous
