· The content of the poster must be original and not be planned for publication or presentation elsewhere by the symposium date.
· For the entries selected, 

· The poster presentation must be in a visual display mounted on a foam/cardboard backed board that can be put up on a free standing easel.  This can be done by attaching the 8.5*11 size sheets to the board.  

· Presenter will need to bring a hard copy of the poster and the materials to attach it before the beginning of the symposium on the day of the symposium.

· The poster presentation material must be on display for the duration of the Symposium.  

· The poster presenter must be present at their poster during the morning and afternoon breaks on the day of the Symposium, and be able to engage with poster attendees in further discussions about the topic of the poster.   You will have approximately 30 minutes at each break for your presentation and an informal Q&A Session.

· The poster display must include the title of the poster, the name, affiliation, and e-mail address of the author. If the author is a PMP, please include that as part of the author's name.

· Poster text should be legible for viewers standing approximately 3 feet away.
